OnTRA Year End Award Criteria: 

Volunteer of the Year:
· The volunteer must be at least 14 years old. 

· The nominating centre must have current OnTRA centre membership. 

· The volunteer nominee must have been active in the centre’s program for the entire award year (November 2010 through present) and still be active at the time of nomination. 

· Only one nomination per centre, please. 

· Any volunteer who has won volunteer of the year must wait six years before being nominated again
· Submit nomination (filled out by centre staff) plus a letter of reference (Letter can be written by another volunteer, parents/guardians or participants). 

Youth Equestrian of the Year: 
· The nominee must be no older than 18 by January 1, 2011. 

· The nominee must participate in an equestrian activity at an OnTRA centre in good standing and must have a disability. 

· The nominee does not need to ride independently. 

· Please submit application form and one letter of recommendation.  Letters should not exceed 500 words and should be double-spaced 

Adult Equestrian of the Year:

· The nominee must be at least 18 years old by January 1, 2011. 

· The nominee must participate in an equestrian activity at an OnTRA centre in good standing and must have a disability. 

· The nominee does not need to ride independently. 

· Please submit application and one letter of nomination.  Letters should not exceed 500 words and should be double-spaced 

Equine of the Year:
· Please make sure the OnTRA centre nominating the equine has an up-to-date centre membership.  

· The equine nominated must have been active in the centre’s program for the entire award year (November 2010 through present) and must still be active at the time of nomination. 
· Only one nomination per centre, please. 

· Any equine who has won horse/equine of the year must wait five years before being nominated again. 

· Please submit application and one letter of nomination.  Letters should not exceed 500 words and should be double-spaced
